About her noblest Grandpa

When I was apprdached with the idea to write about my grandfather, I
was hesitant ... Where could I possibly begin writing? How could I write enough
about him? How would a few words possibly be sufficient?

It is so difficult to write, because no amount that I could write would do
justice to his memory.

My grandfather was a great man. When I think about my grandfather,
there are two things that come to mind: his love for knowledge, and his endless
generosity.

I recall a visit to India when I was younger, perhaps when I was about 10
years old. There was a magazine sitting on the coffee table. The cover of the
magazine depicted Georges Seurat's La Parade de Cirque. I immediately saw
the picture and exclaimed "Pointillism! "

To be brief, pointillism is a painting technique whereby many small dots
come together to create a bigger picture. I'd learned about it in years past
during some class at school. I thought very little of the single word that'd es-
caped my mouth, but my grandfather heard the exclamation, and was thrilled!
To this day, I remember the incident and I still think of it as "no big deal" that I
recalled a random terminology, but what I will always remember is how excited
my grandfather was ... that his granddaughter had knowledge of a painting
technique from early 19th century Post-Impressionism.

But the truth is that he wasn't thrilled specifically about a painting
technique. He was thrilled that I had taken the effort to learn and retain this
information. He was thrilled by my interest in knowledge.

I think we all stand to learn something from this excitement. .. and his
undying love for knowledge.

There truly is no power in this world greater than the power of knowl-

edge. I feel blessed that my grandfather was a man who understood this ideal
so well. Not only was he able to understand an ideal of this magnitude, but he

had the unique capacity to ensure that this ideal was an underlying motivation in

his actions. I think I've found the answer to the questions I posed at the begin-
SR

ning: it is neither about what I write, nor the quantity. I think it's about the
message I can convey. So here it is I hope that each and every one of us is able
to learn from the example he has set, and continue to pursue learning for the
sake of learning.

When I was in India in December 2010, my grandmother showed me a
picture of thatha's first day at school as a young child. It was cause for celebra-
tion! But what really ought to be commemorated is the fact that he never stopped
learning, or never stopped being willing to learn from that day on. Although he
was not afforded the opportunity to finish his schooling in its entirety, he made
certain that he remained educated ... and what a fine job he did.

- The truth is I have a lot to owe to my grandfather. In some way or
another, it was his influence on my parents that helped shape my life. And I
know that after I finish my college education, and continue to stay aware and
educated, it will be in great part due to his influences.

There are so many other circumstances in which I've really felt that my
grandfather's love for knowledge has resonated within me. The most lasting,
was during my most recent trip to India: a majority of one of my suitcases
during my return was filled with books that I'd selected from his library. And as
long back as I can remember, every time I went to thatha's house, I would
return with books. I am eternally grateful to him for having shared these joys
with me; a few of these books have grown to be my favorites.

Sometimes, when I'm discussing books that I've recently read with my
mother, she tells me that she wishes she could share my insight with my grand-
father.

I think my grandfather passed on his love for reading to his daughter ...
and his daughter passed on that love for reading to her daughter. And I am
proud to say that I intend to pass on this love for reading, as well. While I may
not have the opportunity to discuss books I read and ideas I have with my
grandfather, I know that I can continue to keep his memory alive by reading,
and constantly learning.

My grandfather used to ask me, "do you know why they call you grand-
daughter? Because this relationship is so grand, so great ... " but the truth is,
that all these years, I really should havé asked him, "do you know why they call
you grandfather?"

The answer is quite simple: he really was such a grand man.

He told me
that art is not something that will benefit you; it is somthing that defines your
personality and helps you to enjoy the simple things in life. I agreed with him,
although I didn't fully understand what he meant at the time. Later, we talked
about what had happened and he was able to'truly understand that I wasn't able
to respect the value of arts because of my naivete. Although it was such an
inconsequential happening. it made me realize that people have varied ideas and
made me be more open minded.
